Executive Summary

The role of the Appropriate Adult is to safeguard the interests, rights, entittements and welfare of
Juveniles and vulnerable Adults who are suspected of a criminal offence, by ensuring they are
treated in a fair and just manner and are able to participate effectively.

An Open OJEU tender was issued for a new contract effective 1st September 2021 for up to five
years.

The tender to be awarded to the supplier that submits a bid that offers the Most Economically
Advantageous Tender (MEAT) against the award criteria that will be set out in the tender
documentation. The tender was evaluated on 60% Quality and 40% Price.

Two bids were received from The Appropriate Adult Service (TAAS) and Child Action Northwest
(CANW).

This contract is awarded on a callout basis at agreed rates in line with the specification.

The annual spend will depend on the number and length of callouts, the estimate annual value for the
new contract is £220,000 pre vat.

To award a five year contract to Child Action Northwest (CANW) for 3 years effective 1st September
2021 to 31st August 2024, with an option to extend for a further 2 x 12 months, a total of a five year
contract.
